Historically, education for children with disabilities, in so far as it has existed at all, has tended to be based on
segregation.

Over the past 30 years there has been a greater effort, backed up by law, to integrate disabled children into
mainstream education. But in the Victorian era they often attended educational institutions supported through
philanthropic fundraising.

To encourage donations, schools emphasised the "miseries" of sensory deprivation. Unhappy about these
negative representations of disabled people, an un-named "intellectual blind man" of the era said: "l assure you it is not
blindness, but its consequences, which we feel most painfully, and those consequences are often laid on us most heavily
by the people who are loudest in their expressions of pity."

His words cut through the Victorian representations of blindness as something to be pitied and were quoted by a
group of blind campaigners who emerged to challenge the paucity of available education. They sought to reform the
institutionalised approach to disability that was prominent at the time.

The names of these early activists are all but forgotten today. However, their views on the importance of including,
rather than segregating, blind and deaf children, and their powerful advocacy that they should be heard and given
appropriate rights, make their views seem strikingly modern.

"Special education" emerged in Britain and Europe during the second half of the 18th Century. Thomas Braidwood
established a school for deaf pupils in Edinburgh in 1764, which moved to Hackney in London in 1783 due to increased
demand for places.

The first school for blind pupils opened in Liverpool in 1791 and London's School for the Indigent Blind, founded
in 1799, was by the 1860s educating 160 boys and girls in reading, writing and "useful" trades, intended to provide for
their future employment.

After the 1834 Poor Law Amendment Act, the state subsidised school fees for some pupils so that attendance
did not push families into poverty - education was neither free nor compulsory until later in the century.

Charitable schools were founded primarily as residential institutions intended to provide protection, board, lodging
and education to their pupils. Yet the practice of shutting away "blind, deaf and dumb" children in so-called "exile
schools" was opposed by an increasingly vocal group of activists in the mid-19th Century.

Identical twins have it rough. As soon as we see them, fetishizing their likenesses and dissimilarities, we turn
them into proxies for ideas. We revel in our ability to tell them apart, as if it were up to us to impart individuality unto
them. We marvel at the sureness of our eye, treating them like human trompe I'oeils. We hardly stop to consider the
actual reality of identical twins before extracting metaphorical power from them. There lies a chasm between biological
fact and the captivating game of mirroring and doubling that we, as humans, love to play, where likeness has the inverse
effect of drawing attention to deeper differences.

Identical twins are our supreme analogy for the replication and splitting that, on a cellular level, spurs our growth
as a species; as such, they are in some basic way our earliest introduction to the power of dualities.

Twins have appeared in culture after culture, in era after era, in religion, mythology and art, here as objects of
veneration and divinity, there as something fearful, repugnant and disturbing, even worthy of being put to death. Every
time they come among us their presence has been imbued with meaning. They’ve been symbols of light and shade,
divinity and mortality, good and evil; embodiments of enduring love, like the Greek Dioscuri, Castor and Pollux, as well
as mortal enmity, such as the Bible’s Jacob and Esau.

Twins have been so many things to so many cultures that perhaps the only thing we can say with any assurance
is that their presence has never been incidental, never benign, but always reflective of a cultural moment. “Our
fascination with twins,” writes the British psychotherapist Vivienne Lewin in “The Twin Enigma” (2016), “originates in
part in our own feelings about ourselves in relation to others, in our sense of identity with all its uncertainties and doubts.”
What is it about these dyads that produce such eerie out-of-body feelings? What do they tell us about who we are and
the times we live in?

Can learning a new language stave off dementia? Research suggests that bilingual people enjoy some cognitive
benefits later in life, but it probably requires more than a few Spanish lessons in your 60s.

Drawn by that potential benefit, many people have attempted to pick up a new language in adulthood. According
to a survey conducted by the language learning app Memrise, 57 percent of users reported “boost brain health” as a
motivation for using the program.

But is that really possible? The studies on bilingualism and dementia were conducted in people who have used
multiple languages in their daily life since at least early adulthood. Whether casually learning another language later on
confers the same cognitive advantages is up for debate.

Lots of activities are linked to better brain health in old age, like getting more education when you’re younger,
physical activity and cognitively stimulating hobbies. Experts say regularly speaking multiple languages may be
especially beneficial, though. “We use language in all aspects of daily life, so a bilingual brain is constantly working,”
said Mark Antoniou, an associate professor at Western Sydney University in Australia who specializes in bilingualism.
“You don’t really get that from other enriching experiences, like playing a musical instrument.”

The age at which you learn another language appears to be less important than how often you speak it, said
Caitlin Ware, a research engineer at Broca Hospital in Paris who studies bilingualism and brain health. “The cognitive
benefit is from having to inhibit your mother tongue,” she said, which your brain is forced to do if you're trying to recall
the right words in another language.

That process - called cognitive inhibition - is linked to better executive functioning. In theory, by improving these
types of processes, the brain becomes more resilient to the impairments caused by diseases like dementia - a concept
known as cognitive reserve. The stronger your mental faculties, the thinking goes, the longer you can function normally,
even if your brain health starts to decline.

Saturday morning of a long weekend and there is enough time. Three full days, an almost embarrassing bounty.
The unrun errands will be vanquished. You'll spend time with your family and your friends, take on an ambitious cooking
project, finally address that creaky cabinet door. See a movie in the actual theater? Read a whole book from start to
finish? Yes and yes! But it’s early still, so you might stay here, under the covers, and ponder. When faced with the
boundless possibility of a long weekend, there is nothing so perversely tempting as staying in or returning to bed. All
this time to gloriously and productively fill; why not waste a little?

Last year, a regrettably named trend belched up from the dark cauldron of TikTok: bed rotting. To “rot” is to spend
the day under the covers, scrolling one’s phone, napping, staring at the ceiling. Some doctors praised the practice as a
necessary form of rest; others warned it could signal depression. However, the habit of lingering in bed when one should
be up and about, has risen in popularity. That is a practice concerned with defiance of worldly cares, with the tension
between being a responsible member of society and snuggling beneath layers of blankets. This is a grim continuum on
which to exist, skating between the poles of high-achieving hustler and dissolute layabout. Although our social bias for
getting things done persists and we disdain behaviors with a whiff of laziness, | think it's worthwhile to destigmatize
deliberate inactivity. A friend introduced me to the “lie-down,” a mode of relaxation that, at least in terms of branding,
comes off as a bit more respectable. The lie-down is just what it sounds like: a short stint off one’s feet. It's a form of
rest that manages to borrow the restorative benefits of the nap without the suggestion of sloth. One does not change
out of one’s street clothes for a lie-down. This is not a full-on, take-to-the-bed retreat, but a deliberate if lavish recharge
before one rises to resume living. A lie-down could involve reading or snoozing or just contemplating the world outside
the window. So, how will you spend this weekend? Hopefully, you'll find some soothing balance between getting things
done and getting nothing done at all.

Republicans’ zealotry for forced-birth laws might be the best thing ever to happen to the pro-choice movement.
“A record 59 percent of surveyed Americans believe abortion should be legal, according to a new Fox News poll,” a
survey reported last week. “Support for abortion rights has increased by double digits since early 2022”. The Supreme
Court’s decision shredding previous pro-choice victories “created a cascading effect of abortion restrictions in
Republican-controlled states nationwide and sparked a new movement of abortion rights activism.” The impact of
abortion criminalization has been profound. The percentage of Americans who say abortion should always be legal rose
since April 2022. Republicans, scrambling to avoid the backlash against abortion bans, have seized upon the idea of a
six- or 15-week limit. That does not solve their political problem. “When asked if they supported a six-week abortion ban,
only 38 percent said yes, while 58 percent said they opposed the idea.” the poll showed.

The November election will feature abortion measures in many states that could impact competitive races. While
Maryland is already a deep-blue, pro-choice state, a measure on the ballot in November enshrining abortion rights in
the state’s constitution spells trouble for Republican Senate candidate Larry Hogan, who has tried to duck the issue but
faces a backlash if he steers clear of the Trump party line. Meanwhile, in Florida, where Sen. Rick Scott (R) is up for
reelection and hope springs eternal among Democrats to win at the presidential level, Democrats could get a boost from
the proposed Amendment to Limit Government Interference with Abortion, which provides: “No law shall prohibit,
penalize, delay, or restrict abortion before viability or when necessary to protect the patient’s health, as determined by
the patient’s healthcare provider.” These measures might well drive Democratic turnout, helping the party’s candidates
up and down the ballot. Moreover, they keep abortion uppermost in voters’ minds. The unbroken string of victories for
pro-choice measures and the subsequent washout of the red wave in the 2022 midterms suggest abortion has changed
the electoral landscape.

Earlier this spring, | took the bus to downtown San Francisco, where almost thirty thousand people had gathered
for the annual Game Developers Conference (G.D.C.), which | was attending as a journalist. On the G.D.C. expo floor,
skateboarders wearing black bodysuits studded with sensors performed low-level tricks on a quarter-pipe. People roped
with conference lanyards stumbled about in V.R. goggles. Every partition seemed to be covered in high-performance,
high-resolution screens and monitors; it was grounding to look at my phone. That week, members of the media couldn’t
stop talking to, and about, chatbots. OpenAl had just released a new version of ChatGPT, and the technology was
freaking everyone out. There was speculation about whether artificial intelligence would erode the social fabric, and
whether entire professions were about to be replaced.

The gaming industry has long relied on various forms of what might be called A.l., and at least two of the talks
addressed the use of large language models and generative A.l. in game development. They were focussed specifically
on the construction of non-player characters, or N.P.C.s: simple, purely instrumental dramatis personae—villagers,
forest creatures, combat enemies, and the like—who offer scripted, constrained, utilitarian lines of dialogue, known as
barks. (“Hi there”; “Have you heard?”) N.P.C.s are meant to make a game feel populated, and multidimensional, without
being too distracting.

When | considered the possibilities of N.P.C.s, | imagined self-replenishing worlds of talk, with every object and
character endowed with personality. | pictured solicitous orcs, garrulous venders, bantering flora. In reality, the vision
was more workaday. N.P.C.s “may be talking to the player, to each other, or to themselves—but they must speak without
hesitation, repetition, or deviation from the narrative design,” the summary for one of the talks read. Yet it seems likely
that “conversations” with A.l. will become more common in the coming years. Large language models are being added
to search engines and e-commerce sites, and into word processors and spreadsheet software. In theory, the capabilities
of voice assistants could become more complex and layered. Arguably, the technology’s most impressive capabilities
have less to do with conversation and more to do with processing data—unearthing and imitating patterns —of which
conversational text is just one type.
